Rule 8.01 - Five (5) Designated Holidays
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The President has designated Dr. Martin Luther King’s birthday, observed the third Monday in
January, as one of the five (5) designated holidays, and has delegated to each Chancellor the
authority to designate the other four (4) of the five (5) designated holidays to be observed on the
campus.

Each Chancellor will provide a list of these four (4) holidays to the President’s office
and to the University Office of Administration and Human Resources at the time they
are designated and approved by the campus.
